Extraordinary Circumstances

On Saturday, April 23, 2022 at approximately 8:00 pm local time, the Cerro Pelado
forest fire severed power to the Peralta Ridge communications site from which the
stations listed above operate. The stations operated for 3 days on a backup generator
before the generator ran out of fuel or failed taking the stations off the air on April 25,
2022. In addition to the stations listed, this fire has affected the operations of all
transmission systems on the Peralta Ridge communications site. The physical site
condition is currently unknown, and it is anticipated that it will be months before access
is regained to the site, and significantly longer for power and communications
restoration.
