WTBS-LD correctly is using channel 26 as virtual channel  because that was their analog channel, then
WLVO-LD has to select another channel as virtual channel, maybe that's why they are using channel 21 but
our records do not reflect that WLVO-LD has requested to use channel 21 as virtual channel.

The construction permit is a valid one and you can go ahead and pursue the construction based on the
specifications set in the construction permit. 
When we perform analysis on an application for LPTV/ TV Translator stations, we only evaluate the proposal
based on the fact that it will not cause any interference to any other existing stations, we assume that if there
is any interference received by the proposal from other stations, the applicant is aware of it.  So, you might
want to make sure that you will not receive any interference from other stations.

Hi Mr. Hashemzadeh,


I hope this message finds you well and you are making it ok during this latest winter storm.


My purpose for contacting you is our company has a construction permit for a digital low power TV station in
Atlanta, WLVO-LD, permit BMPDTL-20140513ADO.
Copy attached.


We are about to begin the process of building out the permit and go on the air but before I made the financial
commitments necessary to order equipment, etc., I wanted to check with  you and make sure we have all we
need in order to do so. This is our first venture into television so I am more familiar with radio station permits.
With those, if there is any condition to begin operations, it is typically listed on the construction permit. We did
not receive any such condition with the WLVO-LD construction permit.


I note that WTBS which operated on analog Channel 26 has moved to Channel 6 and indicated on previous
filings they could not operate on Channel 26.
Perhaps I am being overly cautious but I just wanted to make sure that we are ok to move forward with our
plans on WLVO-LD.
